FLG BOARD MEETING, WED. APRIL 21, 2010

 

After grilled turkey burgers and a potluck dinner @ the Bishops’ house, the meeting began at 7:30pm, with Gloria, Bob, Ione, Mike, Lynn, Peggy and Larry attending.  Jon was unable to attend.

Minutes from Dec. 1, 2009 were read and approved.  

The treasurer’s report: Larry noted that FLG accounts total $3,748.95, including $90 in recent LGR RiverTrail Guidebook sales (@ $10/each).  Larry will replenish inventories at Sam’s Kitchen and the Dewitt Pharmacy both having sold out their supplies.  


Pres. Report: Gloria proposed a Wacousta to Portland itinerary for May 22’s Spring Paddle since some have not seen the beauty in this part of the river.  The trip will take approx 5 hours.  Those wanting a shorter trip can either take out or put in at Howe Road, which is approximately the half waypoint.  The flotilla will launch from Watertown Twp’s Heritage Park in Wacousta, @ 10AM.  Bring PFDs, lunch, camera polarized sunglasses and your adventurous spirit.

 

Other notes:

The 3.06.10 Quiet Water Symposium was a big success.  Hundreds of people visited our booth.  We ran out of FLG flyer / membership application forms, FLG RiverTrail Guidebooks, and signed up 3 dozen new supporters.  

 

FLG board members are looking into grant writers and again researching possible funding sources to refer to the City of DeWitt to make another attempt to stabilize the eroding south bank of the LGR in Riverside Park.  


Sun. June 6 is designated as the day to finish installing the rest of the LGR bridge signs.  Mike Gray will organize the event and assign teams and tasks.  Anyone interested in helping, should contact Mike Gray @ seabreeze1922@aol.com    We’ve received positive feedback about the signs already posted.  Upper Grand River group requested our bridge sign design, costs, vendor and tips, which we supplied.     


Wacousta Days will be held on June 5 and 6. Gloria will see up the FLG display, sell Guidebooks and dispense information about the Grand River Expedition 2010.

 

The Grand River Exposition 2010 and FLG’s role were discussed.  The cost to participate in the entire 13-day trip is $147 which covers meals, drinking water and insurance. When the expedition reaches Portland she suggested that FLG members might want to paddle down the Looking Glass to meet them. On the morning of July 20, FLG members and expedition participants will hear Charlie Parmalee and Mike Smith explain the next stretch of the river.  There are two 

portages.  Lunch will be served just before Webber Dam and the evening campsite is on Devore Island.  The Ladies Auxiliary of the VFW will prepare dinner and breakfast.  FOM (Friends of the Maple River) and FLG will help serve the breakfast prepared by the Ladies.
