1. Babcock Landing- Jon researched the DEQ requirements for earning a FLG sign for volunteer participation in parks maint.: 400 hours over 2 years.  It was felt that many hours was excessive for the task at hand, but felt it important to participate in cleanup at the site and perhaps more activity will be there in the future.  Jon will relay decision to Tim Machowicz, Mgr. Sleepy Hollow SP., who has asked FLG to adopt the Babcock Landing for clean-up, light maintenance.
2. Dewitt Eagle Scout Project-Much discussion of the role of FLG as sponsor.  It was decided that Jon and Larry will contact the Scout leader for more information. (Project- spring log jam removal in LGR)

3. Kris Foight-Clinton County Conservation Service administrator will be leaving her employment with CCCS in March.  She stated that she will continue with the Upper Looking Glass River 319 grant and will help to train the new employee. She apologized for the delay in the progress of the Information and Education  requirement.  The public survey that was part of the information is delayed because of changes of personnel at the DEQ.  A draft of the plan is due to the DEQ by June 2007.  There will be meetings for public input once a draft plan is complete.  The grant expires in Dec. 2007.  She pointed out that the steering comm. and technical comm. have been meeting quarterly and have been given progress reports by WCR and Public Sector Consultants.  WCR has finished its field work and is in process of writing findings.  FLG has been represented at these meetings by Gloria.

5. Bob showed a PowerPoint program of half dozen sites of serious concern in the watershed in & around Dewitt.  He suggested FLG take on two separate “demonstration projects” to specifically correct massive erosion and sloughing problems on two sites w/in the city limits.  These are not within the purview of the current upper LGR study.  Much discussion on how to proceed with methods to handle such concerns as bank erosion, tree fall and pollution of drains and the sources of over fertilization. The board authorized Bob to meet with persons with expertise and visit sites to decide what the remedies are, and who, how and when to proceed.
