Minutes from November 7th accepted.

Gloria introduced our new board member Mike Gray and he talked about his previous experience with river cleanup. We are very glad to have him join the FLG Board.

Treasurer’s report:  Dues ($10) for all supporters are due in January every year.  Accounts are in NuUnion Bank totaling 3,443.37.

A 319 Grant update was given by Gloria. She will attend a meeting next week with DEQ to see if there are any changes to be made.  Grant mandates Clinton and Shiawassee Counties to coordinate & cooperate on activities.  
Group listened to song about Looking Glass written and composed by Joe Williams who lives in Tennessee.  We talked about how to use the song and may play it in the background at the beginning of the Jan. 30th program.

JF New is continuing to work on COD’s Riverview Park Bank Stabilization Study and is submitting 3 different designs. Scott Dirks from JF New will give a presentation this Monday 1/14 at 7:00 to DeWitt Parks and Recreation Commission. FLG supporters are encouraged to attend.

Bob Grzesiak asks FLG to co-sponsor his program with Marc Carlson at Perspective 2 in Old Town on Friday February, 22 at 7PM.  We need to help publicize. Bob G. will be invited to FLG program to make a short announcement at FLG Annual Meeting, Jan. 30. Larry will ask him to bring some of his posters and flyers for the program.

Bob reported on DEQ Stream cleanup grant, notification for which were forwarded to FLG board members from City of DeWitt and DeWitt Twp. Administrators. This grant can only be used for clean up and not for science studies, bridge markers, etc. Thirty percent of costs must be donated; RFP deadline is Jan. 25, 2008.  We can ask for up to $5,000 or less and must be made in partnership with a governmental entity.  Misa took the grant information and will suggest soon on how to proceed.   

The annual meeting final plans were discussed. The program with presenter Joe Rodgers of the Wildlife Recovery Association [of 531 S. Coleman Rd., Shepherd MI 48883 (989)772-1538] will be held in DeWitt Jr. High Auditorium on Jan. 30 at 7PM.  Joe will bring raptors (owls, hawks, etc.) and other birds to show students and families. We have to publicize.  Info avail on web site (www.wildliferecovery.org).  Bob will write announcement for newspapers and prepare color and B&W flyer ‘masters’, and send to board members and to Larry & Phil Harner for copying & distribution.  Larry will snail mail precise driving instructions to Joe Rogers to get to the Jr. High, per Joe’s request.  WRA has no email or internet connection.  His website is maintained occasionally by student help.  
Ion has prepared a nice six-month calendar showing FLG dates to remember.  She’ll find a 12-month version w/hopes to get it posted on the FLG website.
